Body Image and people with disability.

Does body image matter?  The answer for the majority of Australians and the Federal government is no.  Every organisation and individual that I know aims to promote a healthy body and a healthy lifestyle.  Yet, young minds are susceptible to the media driven image of a perfect body.  

To give the media credit, they are (slowly) beginning to realise that people come in all different shapes and sizes and there is no one 'perfect body'. It’s an illusion, a myth.  But what impact does the negative body image have on people with disability, particularly young people?  

“I know that in my own case, body image was a huge issue for me in school.  I didn't look like the kids around me, let alone the images of other people my age that were everywhere I went.” says Nicole O'Callaghan of Physical Disability Australia.

On the 27th of October the Minister for Youth, Kate Ellis, accepted a proposal for a national strategy on body image to assist the government in tackling the negative body images that many Australians have.
